Celebrating 50 years of the United Arab Emirates, the landmark:three-month exhibition f

highlighted the innovation, creativity and collaboration that marked the development r
of the nation’s visual art landscape. A unique collection of more than 110 works, /15 of
which were specially commissioned for'the exhibition, by over 62 artists were displayed
together for the first time arranged in five thematic clusters: Reclaiming/Reimagining
Home, Shifting Landscapes, Configurations of Togetherness, Reclaiming/Reimagining
Language and Shifting Sociality.

From the founders of the UAE's art scene to today’s emerging generation, visitors
encountered a story spanning the half-century since the nation’s unification through
painting, photography, 3D installations and audio-visual works interwoven with archival
materials, video interviews, publications, manifestos and memorabilia that painted an
intimate picture of the nation’s emergent art scene and those who have given it life.

A rich series of talks,
workshops and performances centred around the exhibition took place throughout its
three-month run.

Portrait of a Nation Il: Beyond Narratives (POAN II) expanded far beyond the dimensions
of a traditional art exhibition, capturing the spirit of the UAE art scene’s past, present and
future. Bringing together the voices of curators, cultural workers, gallerists and artists, it
reflected an art scene that defies categorisation and revealed a deeply inspiring evolution.
